E. Superintendent Report
Ryan Savage, Holland Construction reported that:

1) Concrete continues to be poured and tilt up walls are being poured and erected.

2) Masons will be on site beginning the 1st week in September.

3) The track is nearing completion.  The rubber covering over the asphalt will be installed in the near future and there is a 2 to 3 week curing process once the rubber layer is installed.

4) Steel in some areas of the building is approximately 1 month behind schedule, but other areas are catching up to schedule.

Superintendent Filyaw reported that:

1) The state championship sign and marquee in front of the current Jr/Sr High must be relocated.

2) Money for stage equipment and sound system is not included in the construction budget.  It is hoped that money from the contingency fund will be available for its purchase.

3) Meetings will be held in September and October in the community to discuss and obtain input regarding the transition from Jr/Sr High School to the new high school and other grade level arrangements.

4) Field trips will be reinstated this year.  There will be a $25 per hour bus charge.

5) The first football game will be held at McKendree University on September 6.  It is expected that by Homecoming, Sept. 27, the new football/track facility will be ready for use and the game will be held at Wesclin.

6) Junior High Basketball game starting times have been moved from 6:00 p.m. to 5:30.

7) The new high school will be referred to as Wesclin High School not Wesclin Senior High School.  

F. Principals’ Reports

All principals reported a good start to the school year.  Additionally,

--Mr. Isenhower reported that an Athletic Booster Meeting is scheduled to discuss funding for the scoreboard at the new football/track complex.

--Mrs. Woll reported that a BMX Bike Character Education Assembly went exceptionally well.

--Mr. Rahm stated that the 4th grade is now housed at Saint George and that busing was hectic the first few days but is now getting straightened out.

--Mr. Freeze said that Orientation held on August 12 was well attended.  Enrollment at the Jr. High is up 11 to 215 students.
