E. Superintendent Report
1) Health Life Safety:  The findings of the Regional Superintendent’s Health Life Safety Inspection were presented.  There were no major violations.  Principals were directed to correct the minor violations.

2) Grading Scale, Grade Point Averages, Weighted Grades:  With the change in the grading scale there are more A’s being earned than in the past.  The freshman class is the first class that has the full impact of the “grade” changes.  Staff will need to monitor the changes to ensure that there are no unintended consequences and determine if additional changes are needed.

3) District employees attended a Harassment Training Workshop as part of the last School Improvement Workshop activities.

4) Next month’s Regular Board Meeting will be on Tuesday, February 17 instead of Monday, Feb. 16 since school is not in session on the 16th.

F. Principals’ Report

Mr. Isenhower reported that 9th grade Orientation had been held and was very well attended.  Incoming 9th graders are in the process of selecting their high school classes for next year.

Mrs. Woll reported that students were preparing for the PARCC tests.  She also explained how Trenton Elementary is emphasizing reading and convincing students that reading should be an every-day activity.

The New Baden Elementary PTO is no longer offering Market Day.  Parents still interested in participating in Market Day will be directed to TE.  Mr. Rahm offered thanks to the Trenton Methodist Church for providing weekend food bags for a number of students.  He also indicated that the possibility of creating a library at NBE was being studied by a group of parents and teachers.

Mr. Freeze reported that renovations to the WMS Marquee sign had been completed and thanked Lynn Meddows and Kevin Bell for their excellent work.  A Parent Night will be held on January 26 with Common Core/Illinois Standards with main topic of explanation.
