E. Superintendent Report
1. Ryan Savage, Holland Construction, the construction progress of the past month.  Footings and foundations of the building are almost complete.  Tilt-up walls will soon be made and installed.  Mr. Savage reviewed Progress Report #1 explaining the different sections of the report and detailing the progress that was made through April 20.

There are some unexpected complications with the Track installation and Track Revisions are being priced and it is likely that a change order will be required. 

2. There are still 3 property owners from which the Village of New Baden have not obtained easements for the sewer/water lines needed to supply the new high school.  Eminent domain proceedings have begun and await judicial review.  A ruling is expected in the next 60 days.

3. No new information regarding the dispute between Selective Insurance and the District regarding replacement of the hail damaged Jr/Sr High School and NBE roofs. The District’s attorney is waiting for a response from the insurance company’s attorney.

4. Pat Bassler has agreed to share equally in the cost of legal fees and upkeep fees regarding formalizing an easement over district property to his farm land.

5. Pat Hempen has resigned, effective immediately, from his position as School Board Member.  Stature requires the Board to appoint a replacement within 30 days.
