E. Superintendent Report
1. School Board Conference:  Information regarding the upcoming School Board Conference was distributed.

2. Building Usage Requests:  Inquiries from Special Olympics, Dance Competitions as well as community sports groups have recently been received regarding the availability of the use of District Buildings.   Board members offered their opinions which summarized included the following:   a. The district policy requirement of a certificate of insurance could be waived in the situation a parent led student sports teams provided that parents of the students signed waivers.   b.  Use of District buildings/facilities by community groups and not for profit groups should be encouraged and allowed so long as the use was at no cost to the district.  

3. The Board Policy Committee will be meeting to review suggested changes to Board Policy and will make recommendations to the Board.

4. A committee of staff members will be reviewing activity sponsorships, coaching positions, etc. to examine fairness and equity of compensation/work within Wesclin positions as well as to compare Wesclin practices with those of surrounding schools.

5. Two requests by head coaches have been made to Supt. Filyaw for additional assistant coaches.

6. Parents have requested that the Board consider allowing students to compete as individuals in IHSA sponsored activities under the Wesclin name.  In addition, parents have requested that the Board consider authorizing Fishing as a Wesclin Club Sport.  There would be no cost to Wesclin.  

7. High School Building:  The front of the building will be receiving sod and the back seeded in grass.  This should occur within the next two to three weeks.

8. Water Pressure:  The High School water pressure issue has not yet been resolved.  A meeting of engineers and representatives from New Baden and Wesclin is scheduled for next week.

F. Principals’ Report

1. Mr. Freeze reported that the start of school has gone very well.  All grades seem to have adapted to their new surroundings.  The Middle School Library opened today.

2. Mr. Rahm reported that with the closure of St. George, he now has much more time to see staff on a regular basis and is able to spend more quality time in each classroom.  Mrs. Woll added that she is now able to be much more visible in the building and can more consistently provide support in the lunch room and bus loading areas.
