1) Mrs. Woll reported that the Christmas Program was recently presented at TE to a standing room crowd.  A good time was had by all and special thanks to Director Pat Bringaze.

2) Mr. Freeze reported that the Honor Society had recently collected over 1500 cans of food and donated the collection to the New Baden Methodist Church for their food pantry.  Also, the Student Council raised over $860 in their “penny war” which was used to buy Christmas toys for needy children.  Thank you, Mrs. Marchal.

3) Mr. Rahm reported that the “last” New Baden vs.Trenton Basketball game had recently been held and that a group picture was taken under the Wesclin logo at the conclusion of the game.
