E. Superintendent Report
a. New School:  There remain a few building issues that must be settled before the High School is complete.  Issues include:  1)  Paint chipping on some door frames;   2)  Sun coming in some offices and classrooms requiring window shades/curtains;  3)  Gas installation into Chemistry/Physics Labs;  4)  Concrete pitting in some areas; and 5)  Water pressure.  It is hoped that all these issues will be resolved in December so that final payments can be made in January, 2015.
