1% Facility Tax – Informational meetings are being held and updates will be provided as these meetings happen.

Clear and Present Danger Reporting Agreement – a revised agreement will be executed that removes indemnifying the ISP. This new agreement will also allow districts to keep copies/records of cases 
being filed.
