Snow day versus Remote Learning Day Survey – 52% of 500 surveys completed opted for traditional snow days.

Taylor Rosenkrantz is our new athletic trainer. She will be starting with us after the Christmas holidays. She is employed by St. Joseph’s Hospital.

Clinton County School Facilities Sales Tax – This is a county-wide 1% sales tax to be added to benefit Clinton County School Districts. Clinton County Superintendents are recommending to their boards to approve a resolution to place the question on the April 4, 2023 ballot. Approximately $1,000,000 would be received per year from this tax. Wesclin could use this money towards projects being discussed in our future planning or can be used to pay down current debt.
