E. Superintendent Report
1. Construction Update: Construction continues on schedule.  An American Disabilities Act (ADA) issue has been identified.  There is not sufficient space in the Referee’s dressing room/bathroom to be ADA compliant.  All other restroom areas have been evaluated and are ADA compliant.

2. Economic Interest Statements are due.  

3. Grading Scale Update:  Teachers have been surveyed and approximately 70% are in favor of considering a “10” point grading scale.  In the next few weeks either one large survey or three smaller surveys will be distributed to parents/community/interested parties designed to obtain information regarding:

1. grading scale

2. Satisfaction with the district

3. Athletic Program and how to improve

4. A Pre-Construction Meeting will be held on Wed., March 19  to review with potential bidders for the library/office renovation at the Jr/Sr High/Middle School.  

5. The Athletic Committee (a Board Committee appointed by former Board President Fridley to examine the issue of declining participation in sports) met for the first time this year on March 4.  
A number of issues were discussed including:

---the 4th-6th grade program for next year…it is anticipated that there will be two fifth grade and two sixth grade teams in each sport.

---5th and 6th grade students “playing up”…this probably will not happen as it is thought that the main emphasis should be on playing time.
---5th and 6th grade girls basketball….the committee expects to recommend that this be added.

---how to obtain and keep coaches that are also full time teachers or employees of the district…coach turnover is thought to be a significant problem.
---Community Survey….a survey will be distributed to the community to assess the thoughts of the community.  Survey results will be used to guide future actions of the Committee.

The next meeting will be held after the survey results have been obtained.  

F. Principals’ Report

Mr. Freeze reported that all principals would be attending the Principal/Student IPA Breakfast on Wednesday, and that the Jr. High School IPA Award winner is Melody Blanchard.

Mr. Rahm reported the NBE/SG award winners as  3rd Grade—Irelynn Sweeny and 6th Grade—Kaylee Hill.  He also noted that the NB Police and Children’s Hospital had erected “Safety Street” in the NBE gym and that all classes were learning about a variety of safety topics.  Additionally, Warrior Strong bracelets recently ordered have arrived and will be sold to raise money in support of NBE students suffering from cancer.  

Mrs. Woll reported that Maddie Kohlbrecher (3rd Grade) and Mackenna Daiber (6th Grade) are the TE/SM IPA award winners.

Mr. Isenhower noted that Emily Fuhler is the High School IPA recipient as well as an Honorable Mention member of the Illinois All State Academic Team. Additionally, he recognized the Math Team and members of the WYSE for their qualifying for state competitions.
