E. Superintendent Report
1. Ryan Savage, Holland Construction, updated the Board on the New High School Building Progress.  All exterior walls have been erected and contractors are working to get the building under roof and weather proof before winter arrives.  Ryan estimated that the building would be weather proof in 3 to 4 weeks.

2. The Board discussed Dedication Plaques for the new building and the prevailing sentiment was that in addition to the Building Plaque that would have Board Member and Superintendent names on it, there should be another plaque or some type of permanent recognition for those community members who were part of the working committee that helped pass the referendum.  More discussion will follow at a later date.

3. Jolene Varvera’s class has produced a Cookbook and is selling it at a cost of $10.00.  Contact Jolene or Mrs. Filyaw if you would like to purchase a copy.

4. The IASB Kaskaskia Division Governing Board Meeting scheduled for December has been cancelled.

5. The Dedication Committee met on October 29th and is currently soliciting information through a survey.  The results of the survey will be discussed at the next meeting of the Committee on November 26.

6. District staff has contacted IDOT to explore traffic speed control and turn lane possibilities at Route 160 and Wesclin Road.  To change the speed limit, IDOT must complete a study that shows through traffic past Wesclin is traveling significantly slower than the current posted speed.  To begin the process for installation of a turn lane, a study must be completed to show that the turn lane is warranted.  Either township or county authorities must request the study if state dollars are to be involved.  County and township authorities will be contacted to begin the process.  

7. The ISBE School Report Card site is not yet working well.  Wesclin Report Card information will be discussed at the next Board Meeting.

8. The Clinton/Washington/Marion County Regional Superintendent and Office of Education is hosting a Dinner Meeting for the Clinton/Washington/Marion County Boards of Education on February 3, 2014.  

F. Principals’ Report

1. Mr. Rahm reported that 6th grade Dare Graduation was recently held.  The keynote speaker was Heather Anderson, Miss Utah.  He thanked the Hatt family for serving as the host family to Ms. Anderson.

2. Mr. Freeze reported that a very successful Wesclin Shootout was held last Saturday.  Many thanks to parents, staff, and coaches.  The Shootout raised approximately $5,000 for the Junior High School.

3. Mrs. Woll reported that Mr. Kunde was nearing completion on installation of the Brightlinks technology which is used to change an ordinary whiteboard into an interactive board.  A workshop was held last week for Wesclin teaches by employees of the O’Fallon school district.  The workshop focused on the effective use of Brightlinks Boards.
