Audit – John Shomaker of Rice Sullivan discussed the annual audit. No deficiencies were found in internal controls of the policies and procedures. All funds show a positive fund balance. The education fund had a slight deficit balance but the district is holding the line. Our financial profile score is 3.35 on a scale of 4. The ISBE uses this score as a gage to compare school districts. One compliance issue was found. In some funds the expenditures were over budget but this was a minor issue and was corrected with audit adjustments being made at the end of our fiscal year.

Traps were cleaned and retested. Results are still outstanding and should be due back in a couple weeks. Some sinks and fountains that tested high are still closed till those results are back.
