Elementarys – Technology is now more of a tool that is used every day rather than an event to learn how to do something. Chromebooks are used very successfully along with IPADS for presentations. All teachers have new computers and WIFI has been updated. Next steps to take is adding half a cart for Chromebooks at Trenton Elementary and a full cart at New Baden Elementary, making computers to students 1:1.

Middle School – They went from getting every student an email address to having 330 Chromebooks for students to use daily! WIFI is stronger in the building and they got rid of the computer labs in place of the chromebooks. They are wanting 170 more chromebooks and 30 more carts.
