Return to Learn Plan

Start of School In-person Learning Schedule
· Thursday, August 13 – Students will only visit their classrooms during the assigned time. They do not stay all day.  It is not mandatory to attend.   

· Friday, August 14 – No school – Teachers' meeting 

· Monday, August 17 – First Full Day of in-person learning

 Start of School for Online Learning –  Students will then be able to access the on-line program for online learning, with the assistance of a Chromebook provided by Wesclin Schools. 

· K-5th Grade – Wesclin provides a daily 45 minute grade level group check-in to answer questions.

· 6th-12th Grade – All 6th-12th grade students will complete self-paced online class. We will schedule check ins, monitor progress as well as be available to answer questions, but it will be the student’s responsibility to progress through the class. 

Bussing – 49 passengers to be transported at a time. Staggered dismissal times will help accommodate this. Disinfecting will be done after each route.

Lunches –Lunches will be served for Grades K-8 at their normal lunch times.

Grades 9-12 will be offered a grab and go lunch at 1:20 p.m. to either eat at school or take home 

 Disinfecting - Hand Sanitizing stations installed throughout all buildings and desk disinfecting will be done after students pass from class to class.  

Self-Screening Form – All students must arrive to school or on the bus with the self-screening form completed and signed by a parent.  

Covid-19 Symptoms – If you mark yes to any of the Covid-19 symptoms on the symptom screening form, your child CANNOT attend school unless we have a doctor’s note addressing the reason for the symptom. 

If your child has allergies, asthma, migraines, headaches, etc. that may cause them to have a symptom, you must get a note from the doctor, provide it to the school nurse and talk with the nurse. If we do NOT have a note, the student CANNOT attend school if the student has any one Covid-19 symptom and will be required to follow the isolation/quarantine guidelines.

Parent Covid-19 Symptoms – Parent volunteers and attendance at schools will be limited at this time. 

Masks MUST be worn by all persons entering our buses and buildings at all times.
