FORM OF BID

2.1
Bid submission:  The Bid Proposal Form, the Qualification Statement, the Bid Deposit, if applicable, the Performance Bond, if applicable, and the executed Agreement must be submitted to the Administrative Office at Wesclin Community Unit School District No. 3, 699 Wesclin Road, Trenton, IL 62293, no later than the date set forth in the Bid Proposal Form.  The sealed bid must be submitted on the forms provided.

Total Price:  Your bid price must be a total price for all services provided under the Agreement.  The bid price must be firm for at least (60) days after the latest date for submission of bids.

Qualifications:  The bidder shall submit with the Bid Proposal a fully completed and executed Qualification Statement on the form contained in the Bid Documents.

Contract:  The bidder shall submit a fully executed Agreement with the proposal on the form contained in the Bid Documents.
3.
CHANGE OR WITHDRAWAL OF BID
3.1
Withdrawal of Proposals:  A bidder may withdraw a Bid Proposal at any time prior to the time specified in the Bid Documents as the closing time for the receipt of proposals.  However, no bidder shall withdraw or cancel a Bid Proposal for a period of (60) calendar days after said closing time for the receipt of proposals,  nor shall the successful bidder withdraw or cancel or modify a Bid Proposal after having been notified by the Superintendent or designee that said Bid Proposal has been accepted by the Board.  Any bidder that withdraws, amends, or cancels a Bid Proposal within said sixty (60) day period shall forfeit the Bid Deposit, if one is required.

Change or Withdrawal of Bids:  A bidder may withdraw or change a bid if written notice of withdrawal or change is received by the Board before the latest date specified in the Bid Documents for submission of bids.  Any change may be made only by substitution of another bid.

Late Bids:  Bids received after the time specified in the Bid Documents will not be considered.

BIDDER REPRESENTATIONS
4.1
Complete Understanding:  Each bidder warrants and represents that he or she has read and understands the Bid Documents in their entireties.
4.2
Site Familiarity:  Each bidder warrants and represents that he or she has visited the sites for which services will be provided and is familiar with the conditions under which the services will be performed.

4.3
Specifications:  Each bidder warrants and represents that the bid is based on the specifications and the terms and conditions contained in the Bid Proposal.

4.4
Authorized Representative:    Each bidder warrants and represents that he or she is the authorized representative of the bidder and has the authority to bind the bidder under the terms and conditions contained in the Bid Proposal.

AWARD
5.1
Award of Bids:  Bid shall be rewarded to the lowest responsible bidder, as determined by the Board.  The Board of Education has the right to determine whether in the opinion of the Board of Education: (1) an equal or alternate is a satisfactory substitute, (2) an early delivery date is entitled to more consideration that price, (3) an earlier date is to be disregarded because of the reputation of the bidder for not meeting delivery dates, (4) a bidder is not a responsible bidder and should be disregarded and (5) what exceptions or deviations from written specifications will be accepted.  The Board of Education will authorize the release of purchase orders upon acceptance of bids.  In the event of pricing errors, the unit count(s) listed will prevail and be considered accurate.

5.2
Bid Reservation:  The Board reserves the right to reject any and all bids or any part thereof and to waive technicalities in the bidding.

5.3
Interpretation of Contract Documents:  If any person contemplating submitting a proposal is in doubt as the true meaning of any part of the Bid Documents, he or she may submit to the Superintendent or designee or a written request for an interpretation.  The person submitting the request will be responsible for its prompt delivery.  Any interpretation of the Bid Documents will be made only by addendum duly issued by the Superintendent or designee.  A copy of such addendum will be mailed or delivered to each person receiving a set of such Bid Documents and to such other prospective bidders as shall have requested that they be furnished with a copy of each addendum.  Failure on the part of the prospective bidder to receive a written interpretation prior to the time of the opening of the bids will not be grounds for withdrawal of his or her proposal.  Oral explanation or representations will not be binding.

MISCELLANEOUS
6.1
Waivers:  A waiver by the Board of any breach or failure to enforce any of the terms, conditions, or specifications of the Bid Documents shall not in any way affect, limit, or waive the Board’s right thereafter to enforce and compel strict compliance with every term, condition, and specification thereof.

Default:  If any bidder fails to fulfill any or all terms and conditions of the Bid Documents, said bidder shall be declared to be in default, shall forfeit the Bid Deposit, if applicable, shall be subject to any and all other remedies available to the Board.

6.3
Compliance with Applicable Law:  The bidder shall at all times observe and comply with all laws, ordinances, regulations, and codes of the Federal, State, County, and other local government agencies, which may in any manner affect the preparation of proposals or the performance of the Agreement, including, but not limited to, the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act, the Illinois Human Rights Act, and the Equal Employment Opportunity Act.

Assignment:  The bidder shall not delegate, assign, or subcontract the performance of any obligation hereunder to any third party without the prior written consent of the Board.

Delivery:  All prices must be quoted F.O.B. Destination.  Shipments shall become property of consignee after delivery and acceptance.  Regardless of statements to the contrary, payment terms will begin no sooner than the date of the delivery of goods.  Deliver to Wesclin Unit Office, 699 Wesclin Road, Trenton, IL 62293.

SPECIFICATIONS

GRASS CUTTING
· Site should be mowed once a week during growing season and when school is in session. Exceptions need to be approved by Wesclin Director of Facilities.

· Site should be trimmed with each cutting (Roundup may be used around fences).
· Site sidewalks and walkways should be cleared of grass clippings with each cutting.
· Grass should not be allowed to grow over edges of concrete surfaces (sidewalks, curbs, parking lots, etc).
· Grass should be cut to a height of 3 to 4 inches.  Exceptions need to be approved by Wesclin Director of Facilities.
· A work crew of 2 minimum is expected on site for each mowing.

GRASS CUTTING EQUIPMENT
This bid is for grass mowing for the locations listed in the bid proposal form. Grass mowing is to be done using standard acceptable industry practices. Bidder accepts all responsibility to have proper equipment and manpower to address all accounts awarded in this bid.
TIME & SCHEDULE REQUIREMENTS

In order to efficiently and expeditiously complete the mowing of grass from school properties, it is necessary to establish a completion schedule. It is understood that weather conditions, particularly in Spring and Fall, are difficult to predict, and that rainfall plays a part in the completion schedule.  Nonetheless, some guidelines are necessary. Therefore, the District requires that ALL locations should be started and completed no later than sunset on the day following the day mowing started each week, weather permitting.  Exceptions need to be approved by Wesclin Director of Facilities.
GRASS CUTTING SEASON

The grass cutting season for this bid is from date of contract acceptance through October 31, 2026.
QUALITY ASSURANCE

The District takes pride in its facilities.  This should be reflected in the service provided.
SAFETY

Contractor is expected to use extreme caution when operating grass cutting equipment on school grounds, being aware of the possible presence of children particularly on playgrounds. While the majority of grass cutting will be done on off school hours, in some events the schedules may overlap if grass cutting is necessary during school hours. Concerns on this should be communicated to the Wesclin Director of Facilities.

PROPERTY DAMAGE DURING GRASS CUTTING
All property damage must be reported immediately and repairs are the responsibility of the contractor. The District reserves the final right to determine the time requirement for the completion of these repairs. Repairs must be performed by contractors approved by the district that comply with insurance and prevailing wage requirements.

OTHER

· Weekend mowing is preferred when school is in session, however, other arrangements can be made in the event of rain, etc.
· It is highly recommended, but not required, that you contact Tom Krumsieg, Wesclin Director of Facilities, at 618-224-7583, to make an appointment to walk the areas to be mowed and have any of your questions answered prior to placing your bid.
